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A Practical Solution to ‘Loose’ Child Booster Seats ? 
 

The CG-Lock ® (CG=Centre of Gravity) device was invented for the  track – for performance drivers wanting the benefi ts of a 
harness but none of the hassle… now this same devic e is being used to ensure children are secure in th eir booster seats. 
 
Each year many thousands of children are injured or killed in the EU due to vehicle accidents. The updated UK regulations 
(September 2006) concerning booster seats has sparked further interest and debate about vehicle child safety.  The Department of 
Transport estimates that implementation of these regulations could prevent over 2,000 child deaths or injuries each year in the UK. 
 
Three key factors outlined by RoSPA1 will help to ensure these injuries/deaths are avoided: 
 

·  the belt should be worn as tight as possible with no slack 
·  the lap belt should go over the pelvic region (from hip-bone to hip-bone), not the stomach 
·  the diagonal strap should rest over the shoulder, not the neck 

 
Latest testing has shown that adding the CG-Lock to vehicles’ existing 3 point seatbelt ensures the first two important RoSPA criteria 
are met.  
 
The original function of the inertia reel belt was to restrain adult sized occupants.  Using the seatbelt to secure a child sitting on a 
booster seat is making the seatbelt perform a function for which it was not designed for. Gaining the necessary tightness for a 
properly secured child on a booster seat in a vehicle continues to be a practical problem. Generally, children tend to move about in 
the seats and therefore loosen the lap belt portion of the seatbelt.   
 
Furthermore, taking evasive action (swerving to avoid obstacles) leads to lateral ‘tipping’ of the booster seat, even with the child in the 
proper position. 
 
For the millions of parents driving around with ‘loose’ booster seats, Lap Belt Cinch (EU) Ltd has a practical solution. The CG-Lock 
ensures that the lap belt portion of the seatbelt stays firm, once tightened, and therefore any ‘tipping’ is avoided. 
 
Please watch the test video at www.secureyourchild.org to see just how much the regular booster seat tips even at low speeds.  The 
test was performed with full consent of the child and parents and under controlled conditions, at slow speeds (below 20 mph) to 
ensure the safety of the child. The demonstration included a simulated avoidance swerve.  The booster seat was secured according 
to the manufacturer’s directions using the existing car seatbelt.  Regular fitting with the seatbelt, the booster seat tipped (see left 
illustration) significantly on turning at this low speed.  If this preceded a collision, the child would be at increased risk as he is not in 
the ideal position for maximum protection.  Run again under identical conditions the difference at the same speed and point of the 
turn is highly noticeable (see illustration on the right).  
 
With the CG-Lock attached, the booster seat does not slide or tip and the child has a more comfortable ride without the bouncing and 
rocking that can cause discomfort and even motion sickness. Also, with the device keeping the tension on the lap belt, the child is 
less likely to slide down in the seat which can result in the seatbelt touching the neck area. 
 
 “It is delightful to have got so much positive feedback from parents who are now much more confident that their children are more 
secure in the back of the car in their booster seats.” says Bruce Mather, inventor and COO of Lap Belt Cinch Inc.  He goes on to say: 
“It is concerning to imagine what could happen to a child at much higher speeds, such as at 60 mph, or a collision/roll-over should 
occur.  All the people who are associated with our Company and have children in booster seats have CG-Locks fitted.  You can’t get 
better endorsement than that!” He goes on to say “Because the device stays on the seatbelt, when the booster seat is not needed 
and removed, the CG-Lock helps adult passengers with better posture too!”
